Call for preliminary proposals for establishing new and

The preliminary consideration of short-listing will be novelty and scope for innovation of the proposal,
deliverables, and scientific justification in view of the experiments proposed.

The preliminary concept proposal should contain:

(2)  Brief CV (one page for each investigators)

(38) List of publications in journals during last 5 years

(4)  Short statement of current research activities (one page)

(5) Facilities currently available with Pl and Co-Pls

(6) Short description of the research proposal in 1000 words stating (a) project title, (b) objectives,

(c) methodology, and (d) deliverables
(7)  Facilities required from DST to carry out the proposal.

General long write-ups without specifics are strongly discouraged.
